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citizenship skills through a solid foundation in the liberal arts.  Key aspects of the mission 
include affordable and a ccessible professionall y - oriented degree programs that are concentrated 
in selected disciplines that lead to rewarding careers and enhance the economic and cultural 
vitality of cent ral Georgia.   
 
The School of Education was founded in 2005. Under the lea dership of then President Dr. David 
Bell, it was clear that he wanted a teacher preparation pr ogram that was ro oted  in  design and 
implementation for inclusiveness . Thus the first degree program wo uld produce teachers for this 
area who would be dually certi fied to teach children with and without disabilities and w ould lead 
the way with innovative uses of technology both in classroom teaching and supervision. Lastl y, 
the curriculum a nd teacher practice (pedagogy) would be built in partne rship with our P -12 
pa rtners. All three goals were accomplished and Macon State College  expanded into secondary 
education as well as middle grades education, again addressing knowledge and skills needed to 
work with all students.   
 
In April 2007 MSC had a Georgia Professional Standards Commission (GaPSC) developmental 
review of its School of Education (SOE) and three teacher preparation programs: the Bachelor of 
Science degree in Earl y Childhood Education (Sped/ECE); the Bachelor of Science degree in 
Biology Education (SECBE); and the Bachelor of Science degree in Mathematics Education 
(SECME). The Bachelor of Science in Earl y Childhood Education Program leads to dual 
certification in Early Childhood and Special Education General Curriculu m (Sped/ECE); the 
Biology and Mathematic s Program each have a track for secondary ( 6 – 12) certifications. In 
spring 2008, MSC had an electronic developmental review of two additional teacher preparation 
programs: a Bachelors of Arts degree in English (SECE) and a Bachelors of Arts degree in 
His tor y (SECH), both of which have secondary ( 6 – 12) education teacher certification tracks. 
 
In October 2010 all existing programs were granted initial approval by the Georgia Professional 
Standards Commission and the School of Education was awarded initial  accreditation by 
NCATE. A new degree program, Middle Grades Education, was awarded developmental 
approval. This program will undergo an initial program review in 2013.

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the d emands of a changing society and in training teachers. The continuing emphasis on 
improving the qualit y of education, increasing student achievement, and integrating technology 
in the delivery of instruction will result in an increasing demand for these skilled professionals. 
Additional growth will stem from the increasing emphasis on lifelong learning and on effective 
programming options for students with special needs, including those for whom English is a 
second language. The number emplo yed nationall y i n 2008 was approximately 133,900 with a 
projected emplo yment of 165,000 by 2018.
