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Dr. Bunker called the meeting to order at 10:05 am. 
 
Dr. Bunker asked if there were requests to modify the Minutes from meeting #1 of the 
AY 2013 Faculty Senate. There were no suggested changes. Dr. Cantwell motioned to 
approve these Minutes. Dr. Biek seconded the motion. The Senate voted to approve the 
Minutes from meeting #1 of the AY 2013 Faculty Senate. 
 
Dr. Bunker submitted the agenda 
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Regents is merging existing institutions of higher education in Georgia to secure long-
term savings in the state’s education budget. 
 
Dr. Burne informed Dr. Black that people in his department are concerned about their 
diminishing paychecks, which are the result of flat salaries combined with the increasing 
costs of benefits. Dr. Black responded by saying that he has been told that economic 
indicators are such that we may expect a raise for education in AY 2014. The state is 
aware of the need to raise salaries, but such raises are dependent upon state revenues and 
the overall 
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rubrics. Dr. Venn assured the Senate that the college would run an official pilot and 
evaluation of any rubrics before they were used to evaluate faculty performance.  
 
Dr. Burne asked if the rubrics had already been distributed to the faculty. Dr. Bunker
