Study, rehearsal and concert performance of ensemble literature. Auditions at the discretion of the
director. One required performance with the possibility of other performances during the semester.

Student Learning Outcomes
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1. Perform with increased mastery of part independence.
2. Perform with increased mastery of part interdependence.
3. Perform with increased mastery of interpretive elements as appropriate for guitar ensemble.

Text, Materials, and Supplies
Music and handouts supplied by instructor. Students may also be asked to purchase supplemental
music and other materials, equipment, and accessories.

Course Requirements/Assignments

Rehearsals will involve individual, small group, and full ensemble rehearsals on standard and specially
arranged ensemble repertoire. Instructor will present pertinent historical, technical, expressive,
structural, and stylistic information related to works studied. Performances and some rehearsals will
occur outside of normal class meeting times.
