campuses, 2nd AC, Motion carries

into.  Motion BM, 2nd AC to approve FY 18.  Carried.  FY 19   Motion BM 2nd KS. 
Carried 

● Jennifer Brannon Athletic Director Budget.  FY 18 budget ~$110k reductions.  No 
reserves for athletics.  Motion BM approve 18, 2nd RS second.  Carried.  FY 19 budget 
Another ~$100k cut.  Men’s soccer will have no scholarships, currently has $78k. 
Motion to approve FY 19 BM CS 2nd.  Carried, 1 abstention.  BM said that if money 
comes in, this be reevaluated to give them money. 

● Corey Guyton have to amend FY 18 budget BM suggests moving $300 from GA 
Academy and $550 from cheerleading to unallocated. BM motions to accept amended 
budget RS 2nd.  Carried, 2 against.  

● Corey Guyton FY 19 budget, SM wants to know why $2k is going to cheerleading for 
game give-aways (T-shirts etc), and not give that money to COA and have them request 
money from them.  Since they’re a club, let them request money like other RSOs.  They 
are a club-sport and therefore don’t fall under COAs money.  Motion to approve BM, 2nd 
SM.  Carried.
