3. Director of Library Services – 2018-2019 Vision  

 Ms. Lambert shared with the committee her vision of creating a makerspace – a design 
lab – for MGA libraries.  Her vision includes two separate technology studios: one for 
faculty and one for students to meet their unique needs.  Faculty would need robust 
equipment such as a poster machine to help them prepare for poster presentations.  
Ms. Lambert mentioned a 3D printer might be helpful to students.  For example, nursing 
students might be able to print manipulatives.   

 Ms. Lambert encouraged us to explore ways the library can serve as makerspace.  We 
were asked to explore our alma mater websites for ideas.  

 Ms. Lambert stated a funding model would need to be examined.  In the beginning, the 
technology services would probably be free.   

 Ms. Lambert plans to seek financial assistance from community partners in the 
purchasing of these technologies.
