b. Last 60 hours GPA considerations 

¶ Dr. Hagler discussed potential consideration of last 60 credit hours for 
GPA, rather than all hours for overall GPA 

¶ Some professional programs such as Nursing may not allow 

Action: Continue with current policies set by programs. New degrees 
proposed have opportunity to utilize different policy.
