The program, which is consistent wifo the mission of the University, will be based on the approved
Warner Robins Campus. It is designed for students with business or engineering backgrounds who have
moved or plan to move into middle-to-upper level management positions in for-profit or not-for-profit
organizations. Initially, the program will be offered in face-to-face traditional mediodology widi online
and/or hybrid courses developed as the program grows. The program focuses on the need for managers at
the Robins Air Force Base, area CPA firms, die Port of Savannah, and the warehousing and distribution
firms along die 1-16 and I-7S corridors. A stuc^ in 2013 identified die need for graduate degrees at the
University in nursing, accounting, and education. Appropriate planning for offering graduate level
programs and for offering the M.SM. degree program was described. Appropriate approvals were
documented.

The program will contain the following conc^trations: Accounting, Program Management, Supply
Chain Management, and General Management For accounting students, it will be possible to complete
both the B.S.B A. and the M.S.M. within a five year period. The accounting concentration also offers a
path to complete the 150 credit hour requirement needed to become a Certified Public Accountant. The
31 credit hour requirements for each concentration, course descriptions, and prerequisites were provided.
