GENERAL REGULATIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Active RSOs must register no later than September 30%, for the current academic year.
Recognition as an RSO expires annually on September 30th of the following academic year, unless
withdrawn earlier for cause. Failure to register will result in facility requests cancellations and
prevent future requests until RSO status is granted. Non-recognized groups will not be eligible for
funding from COA.
